INSTRUCTIONS FOR SELF ASSEMBLY SOFA BED

PLEASE USE WITH NUMBERED PHOTOGRAPHS

It is important when assembling the sofa bed not to cross any of the threads.  To help with this please initially insert all the bolts using fingers only.  Please use the hex key to tighten all of the bolts only at the very end of the assembly operation, as described below.

1. Place the 2 ARMS on a carpeted surface with the fronts of the ARMs facing you.  Bolt holes in each ARM should be facing the other ARM.  Place the BACK between the two ARMs, with the black fabric uppermost and nearest to you.

2. Unscrew the two bolts furthest away from you in each ARM.  Peel back the black fabric on the BACK and place a 50mm bolt with a 25mm washer on, through the nearest hole.  Engage this bolt into the lower of the two bolt holes at the back of the ARM.  Screw the bolt about 10mm into the ARM using fingers only.

3. Repeat at the other end of the BACK and the other ARM.

4. Pivot the BACK upwards on the two bolts already inserted and insert 50mm bolts with 25mm washers on through the top holes, and screw about 10mm into the ARMs using fingers only.

5. The BACK should now stand upright.

6. Unscrew the two central bolts in each ARM until about 25mm of thread is showing.

7. Place the sofa bed MECHANISM in front of the sofa with the white writing facing upwards and towards you.

8. Observe the mounting points on the MECHANISM that the bolts on the inside of the ARMs will fit into.

9. Position the MECHANISM inside the ARMs.

10. Slide the bottom prong at the back of the MECHANISM over the bolt furthest from you.  Ensuring the washer is between the prong and the bolt head.

11. Guide the MECHANISM onto the bolt nearest to you, ensuring the washer is between the black metal and the arm.  You should now be able to push the MECHANISM an inch towards the sofa on its mounts.

12. Using the handle on the MECHANISM, turn the sofa bed on its back.

13. The MECHANISM should stay in place.

14. Carefully remove the yellow wire from each side of the MECHANISM.

15. Carefully push the handle on the MECHANISM, and let it swing away from you.  At this stage please insert the two plastic SPACERS into the holes evident in the MECHANISM tubes which run along the edge of the mattress.

16. Unscrew the remaining two bolts from each ARM.  Place the FRONT BORDER on the ARM and MECHANISM, and peel back the black fabric, making sure that the black fabric is pointing towards the top of the sofa.

17. Place a bolt with a 25mm washer through the hole in the FRONT BORDER nearest to you, ensuring not to cross the thread and screw into the nearest hole in the ARM.  Repeat on the same hole on the other end of the FRONT.  Place a bolt with a 25mm washer through the two remaining holes on the FRONT BORDER, again, ensuring not to cross the thread.

All the 12 bolts can now be tightened using the Hex key.  When doing this, it is best to start at the back and move forward.

18. With the bolts fully tight, the black fabric on the BACK and FRONT can now be fastened to the Velcro.  Screw the wooden feet/black plastic feet into the holes at the front of the ARMs, and the back plastic feet into the holes at the rear of the ARMs.

19. Carefully turn the sofa onto its feet.

20. The cushions can now be put in place.  The sofa bed is now finished.
